Article 1 - GRANT OF LICENSE
MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC hereby grants to CUSTOMER a non-
exclusive and non-transferable rights to copy and use the
SOFTWARE in object code form on computers managed by
CUSTOMER only during the term of this Agreement.

Article 2 - LIMITED WARRANTY

1.MITSUBISHI ELECTRIC SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR ANY
DAMAGES (INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO LOSS OF
BUSINESS PROFITS, BUSINESS INTERRUPTION, LOSS OF
BUSINESS INFORMATION, AND OTHER PECUNIARY
DAMAGES), CAUSED BY THE USE OF OTHER PRODUCTS
(INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO OPERATING SYSTEMS,
